Signs of Pigeon Fever  

Signs of pigeon fever can initially 
resemble those of other diseases 
such as strangles. Sometimes the 
only initial signs are lameness and 
a reluctance to move. Other signs 
include lameness, fever, lethargy 
and weight loss. There may also 
be very deep abscesses and multi-
ple sores along the horsesô chest, 
midline and groin area. Abscesses 
in other areas such as the back, 
flank or ears have been seen but 
internal abscesses are rare. 
Horses can be infected for several 
weeks before developing signs of 
the disease, especially abscesses. 

Treatment  

Hot packs or poultices can be 
applied to abscesses to help the 
fluid collect in one concentrated 
area. An abscess may open on its 
own after a few days or you may 
need to call your veterinarian to 
lance the abscess. Open ab-
scesses need to drain and should 
be regularly flushed with saline. 
Your veterinarian may also pre-
scribe anti-inflammatory drugs to 
control swelling and pain and 
sometimes an antibiotic will be 
prescribed. However, owners 
should not use antibiotics with-
out consulting with their vet .

Dear Friends and Colleagues: 

Over the past several weeks, we 
have seen a significant spike in 
cases of pigeon fever throughout 
the northern Front Range of Colo-
rado. We are suggesting that all 
horse owners be aware of this 
outbreak and monitor their horses 
and other ruminants carefully. 
Pigeon fever is highly contagious 
and can affect a horse of any age, 
sex or breed, but it usually attacks 
young adult animals. Humans 
cannot catch pigeon fever, but 
they can spread it from horse to 
horse because the bacteria can 
be carried on shoes, clothing, 
hands or barn tools. 

The disease is caused by bacteria 
called Corynebacterium pseudotu-
berculosis. The bacteria live in the 
soil and can enter your horseôs 
body through wounds, broken skin 
or mucous membranes. Research 
also indicates that the disease 
may be spread through flies, es-
pecially cattle horn flies. These 
are biting flies that tend to bite 
under the belly of the horse. The 
flies transmit the bacteria from 
horse to horse when they have 
been in contact with pus draining 
from abscesses. Bacteria in 
drained puss can survive up to 55 
days in the environment. 

scesses have been drained may 
prolong the course of the disease. 

Horses with the disease usually 
recover within a few weeks with 
proper treatment. If caught early 
and treated properly, horses usu-
ally make a complete recovery, 
although the disease may reoccur 
in some horses and in rare cases 
the disease has been fatal. 

Prevention  

Any horse showing signs of pigeon 
fever should be isolated to prevent 
spread to other animals. Areas 
where infected horses are held 
must be properly cleaned and 
completely disinfected. 

Because the disease can be 
spread by flies, do your best to 
keep flies under control in your 
paddock and barn areas. The use 
of flysheets, fly spray, fly predators 
and other pest control techniques 
and cleaning manure may also 
reduce the spread and incidence 
of20the disease.

B. PURPOSE.  This contest is a race to 

simulate the common practice of cow-

boys who often settle arguments of who 

owned the fastest cow horse by holding 

impromptu races on the range. 

C. COMPETING INDIVIDUAL 

MINIMUM AGE.  Minimum age 

limit for individuals competing in the 

cow pony race shall be (16) years of 

age. 

D. PROCEDURE.  

1. A walking start must be used and the 

starterôs word shall be official. 

Each month will reveal an important rule or 

two that is part of the 2009 Paint Rule Book.  

Check back each month to learn something 

new, that you may have not known before! 

2. The official judge of the show must 

select one or more assistants to help 

judge the race. The judges must be 

positioned at opposite sides of the 

finish line.  

3. The distance of the race will be up to 

the discretion of the show committee.  

However, the distance of the race(s) 

must be listed on the show program. 

4. Preliminary heats should be run 

where track conditions do not permit 

all horses to run at one time. The track 

size should allow at least six (6) feet 

(1.82m) per horse in each race.

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To be eligible for year-end awards, each youth in walk-trot, thirteen and under and fourteen to eighteen must 

have ten hours providing a service to RMPHA in conjunction with an event, activity or show approved by the 

RMPHA. Walk-trot youthôs parents/guardian may work two of the ten hours required. A completed ñHoursò form 

must be turned in within fifteen days of the event to the RMjPHC Advisor. A youth member will receive credit for 

one half hour for each $50.00 donation he or she gets for the youth club.  

2. To be eligible for year-end awards, each youth must attend three meetings. Each meeting attended will count 

for one-half hour of work.  

3. Youth Rookie Award: The Rookie Award is to encourage new youth members to participate in youth events at 

RMPHA shows. In addition to all other year-end eligibility requirements, the Rookie cannot have shown in any 

nationally recognized breed association/organization approved shows in Open or Youth at any time prior to the 

year of the award. The Rookie must let the youth advisor know in writing that it is his/her first year of showing a 

horse in a breed association to be eligible. The youth must declare in writing before points will be accumulated. 

The youth must have a current RMPHA membership for points to count.  

4. Points will be counted from all youth classes on family owned horses and will be accumulated on the RMjPHC 

points system from 100 percent of the shows for that calendar year.
