A 

child riding in an adult sized 

saddle will look out of place 

and it will be very uncomfort-

able for the rider.  If you are 

borrowing show tack from 

someone try it out first.  A 

saddle you are not used to 

riding in can give you a whole 

different feel and may ad-

versely affect your perform-

ance. 

If you have the opportunity go 

to a show and check out the 

type of tack other participants 

are using for the same 

classes.  You should be able 

to get a good idea of what is 

needed. 

If you do decide to purchase 

new tack, once again keep it 

simple.  Stick with classic 

styles not flashy trends that 

will be out of style in no 

time.  There are a number of 

on line tack shops that offer 

used equipment.  Check with 

your local tack shop also, 

most of them have a consign-

ment area where they carry 

used tack. 

Recently we had the ñNo 

Bling Flingò, and it once 

again was nice to see every-

one participate in the annual 

event for RMPHA.  Here is 

the first part of a series of 

articles that will discuss a few 

reminders about horse shows 

found on the website:

When showing your horse 

your tack does not have to be 

new or expensive.  It does 

have to be clean, in good re-

pair and fit your horse prop-

erly.  You can spend thou-

sands of dollars on tack for 

your horse but if it is ill fitting 

that money would have been 

better spent elsewhere. 

When starting out keep things 

as simple as possible.  Find 

out exactly what type of tack 

you will need for the type of 

classes you are entering.  For 

your first few shows it is per-

fectly fine to use your work 

tack or borrow from a 

friend.  Whatever you do 

make sure everything fits, 

If you are purchasing try to 

get the best quality you can 

afford.  If something sounds 

too good to be true it probably 

is.  Go with classic colors that 

will blend well with your 

horse. You do not want a lot 

of contrast.  Your tack should 

all be the same color if possi-

ble.  

Clean and condition your tack 

a day or two before the 

show.  Make any needed ad-

justments then.  Take a hole 

punch and leather repair kit to 

the show with you in case of 

an equipment failure.  

Polish your tack and any sil-

ver on your saddle prior to 

entering the show ring.  Your 

tack may not be new but the 

judge will notice if it fits well, 

is clean and in good repair.

tion. The ideal horsemanship pattern is 

extremely precise with the rider and 

horse working in complete unison, 

executing each maneuver with subtle 

aids and cues.  

2. It is mandatory that the judge post 

any pattern(s) to be worked at least one 

hour prior to the commencement of the 

class; however, if the judge requires 

additional work of exhibitors for consid-

eration of final placing, the pattern may 

be posted. Pattern(s) should be designed 

to test the horsemanôs ability. All ties 

will be broken at the judgeôs discretion. 

D. CLASS PROCEDURES. All ex-

hibitors must enter the ring and then 

work individually or each exhibitor may 

be  worked from the gate individually.  

When exhibitors are worked individu-

ally from the gate, a working order is 

required. Exhibitors should be in-

structed to either leave the arena, fall 

into line, or fall into place on the rail 

Each month will reveal an important rule or 

two that is part of the 2009 Paint Rule Book.  

Check back each month to learn something 

new, that you may have not known before! 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Rule #AM-115 &  YP-120 Western 
Horsemanship (Equitation) 
C.  Equitation. 

1. The western horsemanship class is 

designed to evaluate the riderôs ability 

to execute, in concert with their horse, a 

set of maneuvers prescribed by the 

judge with precision and smoothness 

while exhibiting poise and confidence, 

and maintaining a balanced, functional, 

after their work. The whole class, or just 

the finalists, may work at all three gaits 

at least one direction of the arena. 

1. The following maneuvers are accept-

able in a pattern: walk, jog, trot, ex-

tended trot, lope, or extended lope in a 

straight line, curved line, serpentine, 

circle, or figure 8, or combination of 

these gaits and maneuvers; stop; back in 

a straight or curved line; turn or pivot, 

including spins and rollbacks on the 

haunches and/or on the forehand; side 

pass, two track, or leg yield; flying or 

simple change of lead; counter canter; 

or any other maneuver; or ride without 

stirrups. A back should be asked for at 

sometime during the class. Judges 

should not ask the exhibitors to mount 

or dismount.

______________________________ Body color ranges from tan to red, to reddish-brown or mahogany; mane and tail are black. Usu-

ally lower legs are black. 

 

______________________________ A true black is without light areas with a black mane and tail.  

 

______________________________ Body color is brown or black with light areas at muzzle, eyes, flanks and inside upper legs; mane 

and tail are black. 

 

______________________________ Body color is yellowish or gold. Mane and tail are black, and usually black lower legs. No dorsal 

stripe. 

 

______________________________ Body color is dark-red or reddish-brown. Mane and tail usually are the same color as body but may be 

flaxen. Color varies from bright yellowish to red or rich mahogany. 

 

______________________________ A double dilution of chestnut with off-white or cream body and even lighter mane and tail. Also called 

type A albino, but it is not a true albino. 

 

______________________________ Body color is yellowish or gold; mane and tail are black or brown. Must have a dorsal stripe 

and often has zebra stripes on legs and a transverse stripe over withers. 

 

______________________________ Mixture of white and black or other colored hairs, usually born solid-colored or almost solid colored and 

gets lighter with age. 

 

______________________________ Body color is smoky or mouse-colored, not a mixture of black and white hairs ï each hair is 

mouse-colored. Mane and tail are black, usually lower legs are black and may have a dorsal stripe. 

 

______________________________ Body color is golden-yellow, with a white mane and tail. 

 

______________________________ Double dilution of bay with off-white or pearl body and rust-color tips on the mane, tail, and sometimes on 

lower legs. Also called type B albino, but it is not a true albino. 

 

______________________________ This is a form of dun with body color solid-yellowish or flesh-colored. Mane, tail, and dorsal stripe are 

red. 

 

______________________________ Blue roan is a somewhat uniform mixture of white with black hairs over the body, usually with a few red 

hairs. Red roan is more or less a uniform mixture of white with red hairs on the body, usually darker on the head and lower legs. This color will 

not change with age. 

 

______________________________ A white horse has white skin and hair, but has some dark pigment in locations such as ears, eyes, stomach, 

and hooves. It is born white and will not change with age. A true white foal is born with no pigment, having a genetic disorder called lethal white 

foal syndrome, known as lethal white, and does not survive.
