They had been 
executing the pattern, and I 
was scoring them accordingly.  
   When one exhibitor entered 
the ring and started working, 
my first impression of her was 
that she was extremely sharp. 
She carried herself with poise 
and confidence, and she was 
wearing a nice outfit. Her exe-
cution was quite impressive, 
and her horse was in good 
shape and properly groomed. 
Needless to say, she was get-
ting high scores.  
   Then it happened. While she 
was leading her horse from a 
walk to a trot, the exhibitor 
tripped slightly. After that, 
she seemed to feel that her 
world had come to an end. 
   It was apparent that her 
thoughts remained on that 
minor error, and she began to 
fall apart. Instead of looking 
confident, she became shy, 

are scoring. In some classes, 
such as reining, judges are 
supposed to deduct points for 
penalties, but they are also 
allowed to award points if an 
exhibitor performs well in 
other parts of the class.  
   Those extra points could put 
you back on top, but not if you 
quit. 
   Let the judges do their job.
