Beauty Aids  
1.  Baby oilðIf you are tired of 
wrestling with the tangles in your 
horseôs mane or tail, squirt some 
baby oil on them.  The comb will 
move through the hairs much 
more easily.  Baby oil is a great 
aid in removing stubborn burrs, 
too. 
 Rub some baby oil into the 
roots of the mane and tail to help 
repel ticks and to keep skin mois-
turized at the same time. 
 If your horse is prone to 
mud cracks, rub baby oil on the 
back of clean, dry pasterns to

Here are 26 items you can 
use on your horse as well as 
in the home.  
 If youôve been keeping 
horses any length of time at all, 
you know that it seems there is 
always something more to buy at 
the tack store or from the vet.  
Pain relievers, grooming aids, a 
new water bucket...the list is end-
less.  
 But some of the items you 
need might be closer than you 
think.  Take a look around your 
home and you will find a multi-
tude of products you can use on 
yourself as well as your horses. 
 Some of these products 
can be used temporarily until you 
restock the item you normally 
use, while others can be used all 
the time. 
 Following is a list of 26 
such items.  With a little thought, 
you can come up with more that 

help repel water and mud, and to 
moisturize the skin.  
 
2.  Baby powderðBrighten up 
white leg markings or cover stains 
on white horses quickly by rub-
bing baby powder into the hair.  
 
3.  Avon Skin So SoftðDilute one 
part Skin So Soft with two parts 
water to make a solution that will 
repel certain types of flies.  When 
fly season is at its peak and you 
need longer-lasting repellent, use 
Skin So Soft full-strength. 
 Skin So Soft is also very 
good at repelling ticks.  And while 
it is doing that, it makes your 
horse smell good! 
 
4.  Hair productsðYou can bathe 
your horse using the shampoo 
you normally use.  Look for popu-
lar brands of shampoo that con-
tain conditioner, such as Pert 
Plus or VO5.  The added condi-

Products that do double duty 
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Products that do double dutyðcontinued 
sensitivity in some individuals 
and could make your horse sick. 
 
9.  Petroleum jellyðRub a prod-
uct such as Vaseline on the coro-
nary band for hoof moisturizing.  
 In winter, coat the bottom 
of horsesô hooves with petroleum 
jelly to help reduce the buildup of 
ice and to facilitate removal of 
any ice balls that form. 
 For horses prone to mud 
cracks, coat the back of clean, dry 
pasterns with petroleum jelly to 
help repel water and mud and to 
keep the skin soft and moistur-
ized. 
 
10.  ListerineðNot just for bad 
breath anymore, Listerine 
mouthwash can remedy a multi-
tude of horse ailments.  (Generic 
mouthwashes based on the Lis-
terine formula seem to work just 
as well.) 
 Mix one part Listerine to 
one part baby oil and apply to 
rain rot.  Cover the affected area 
thoroughly with the mixture.  
 Toughen up a horseôs hide 
by dousing the skin with Lis-
terine.  This is good for horses 
that are especially sensitive to fly 
bites, and that get saddle sores 
easily after they havenô been rid-
den for a while. 
 Apply to skin irritations, 
such as fungus where the saddle 
pad goes, and watch it clear up. 
 You may also use Listerine 
as a liniment or skin bracer.  
 
11.  Aloe gelðUse aloe to soothe 
sunburned or irritated skin.  Aloe 
also relieves the discomfort of 
hives. 
 

tioner in shampoo will help retain 
the moisture in your horseôs skin. 
 Bothered by fly-away 
manes or tails?  Try using your 
own styling gel, conditioner and 
hair spray. 
 
5.  HairbrushesðYour own hair-
brush can make all the difference 
when combing your horseôs mane 
and tail.  Bruses meant for use on 
people are often much easier to 
use and cause less hair breakage. 
 
6.  Hair dryerðA hair dryer will 
help warn the chills off a sweaty 
horse during cold weather.  Make 
sure you hold the dryer a safe dis-
tance away from the horse,  so 
you donôt burn its skin.  Use the 
dryer while brushing with a metal 
curry comb, and the hair will dry 
more quickly.  
 
Topicals and medications  
7.  Zinc oxideðZinc oxide is the 
white stuff you used to see on a 
lifeguardôs nose.  It is great for 
protecting pink muzzles from 
sunburn and soothing already 
sunburned skin.  
 Zinc oxide also is effective 
for treatment of other minor skin 
irritations.  
 
8.  SunscreenðShield your horse 
from UV rays, especially sensitive 
pink areas, by applying the same 
sunscreen you use.  Make sure 
your sunscreen is marked ñPABA-
free.ò  PABA refers to a chemical 
ingredient that blocks UVB rays 
and is used mainly in oils and 
sunscreens with a sun protection 
factor (SPF) rating of 15 or lower. 
 While there is nothing 
wrong with PABA, it can cause 

12.  Rubbing alcohol ï One effec-
tive way to dispose of ticks you 
remove from your horse is to 
drop them into a small container 
filled with alcohol.  
 Apply green rubbing alco-
hol (wintergreen) under wraps 
and it acts as a mild liniment.  
 Rub alcohol on minor 
aches and pains to relax muscles.  
 An alcohol rinse helps cool 
an overheated horse. 
 Clean and disinfect stable 
items with alcohol.  
 
13.  First aid topicalsðMany 
items you use on your own cuts 
and srapes work well on your 
horseôs injuries.  These include 
iodine, antibiotic ointments such 
as Neosporin, A&D Ointment, 
Bag Balm, peroxide and ichtham-
nol. 
 By using these products, 
you can stock your horse first aid 
kit at the same time you stock 
yours. 
 
14.  BandagesðYour own gauze 
pads, cotton, bandages and tape 
will protect your horseôs wounds. 
 Sanitary napkins make a 
great bandage for larger wounds, 
as they are easy to apply and 
quite absorbent. 
 
15.  BenadrylðYou can give your 
horse this over-the-counter medi-
cation for allergic reactions such 
as hives or other swellings. 
 Talk with your veterinar-
ian about the proper amount to 
give your horse, but some horse 
owners simply double the adult 
dosage. 
 
16.  AspirinðUse five crushed as-
pirin tablets fed in some grain to 
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Products that do double dutyðcontinued 
 As with any treat, give 
these sparingly and never made 
sudden, large changes in your 
horseôs diet. 
 
19.  Corn oilðBy adding corn oil 
to your horseôs daily grain ration, 
you can put weight on a ñhard 
keeperò; add show ring shine to 
your horseôs coat; get rid of flaky, 
dry skin; boost calorie intake to 
keep your horse warn during win-
ter; and make shedding-out in 
the spring quicker and easier. 
20.  Frozen vegetablesðA bag of 
frozen peas or corn makes a 
handy ice bag for use on a variety 
of injuries.  The bag easily con-
forms to wrap around an injured 
leg, and can be held in place with 
a wrap. 
 
21.  Baking sodaðIn addition to 
absorbing stable smells, baking 
soda is food for cleaning bits and 
washing down stall mats and 
similar items.  
 Put half a cup of baking 
soda in your wash load to soften 
saddle pads. 
 
Laundry and cleaning sup-
plies  
22.  WiskðWash your horseôs 
flaxen or white mane or tail in 
Wisk to remove yellow or brown 
stains.  Simply pour enough Wisk 
into a bucket of water to create 
suds.  Thoroughly wet your 
horseôs mane or tail, soap up all 
the hairs and rinse well. 
 
23.  BleachðBleach is an effective 
product for treating thrush.  Sim-
ply mix water and bleach and ap-
ply to hooves daily.  If you cannot 
apply this mixture daily, you can 

combat ailments such as hives or 
other allergic reactions, or as a 
substitute for Bute.  Again, be 
sure to consult your veterinarian 
for a dosage appropriate for your 
horse. 
 
Kitchen Supplies  
17.  Apple cider vinegar, orange 
peels, and garlicðThe ingredients 
listed above are used in the recipe 
for homemade fly spray.  This 
concoction stinks, but works.  
 To make fly spray, boil 10 
orange peels (the thicker the 
peels, the better) in a saucepan 
with enough water to cover the 
peels.  Add one to three more 
cups of water (depending on your 
horseôs sensitivity) and bring to a 
boil.  Simmer for 10 minutes, 
then turn off the heat.  
 Strain the water, pushing 
the peels down on the strainer.  
Add one to three cups of apple 
cider vinegar and two table-
spoons of garlic powder. 
 Mix well and put in a 
spray bottle, ready for applica-
tion.  
 Use the minimum maxi-
mum amount of apple cider vine-
gar for a stronger spray, and add 
water to make a milder spray. 
 
18.  Graham crackers, cereal, mo-
lasses cookiesðTreats right from 
your kitchen cost half the price  of 
commercial horse treats.  Offer 
sugar cubes, peppermints, Life-
savers, cookies, a handful of any 
oat cereal, molasses or honey.  
You may also feed your horse 
vegetable scraps such as corn 
husks, corn cobs and watermelon 
rinds.  

use the bleach undiluted.  White 
bubbles will appear where there 
is any infection.  However, be 
aware that overuse of bleach will 
make the hoof too dry. 
 Old shampoo bottles with 
a squirt top work well for apply-
ing bleach. 
 Bleach strengthens soft 
hooves by making them harder.  
Pour it over the sole. 
 Bleach may also be used to 
disinfect brushes, tack and trail-
ers and stalls. 
 
24.  Paper towelsðUse paper 
towels to clean up and to apply 
wound dressings.  You can also 
wad up paper towels and stick 
them in your horseôs ears to keep 
hair out while clipping.  
 
25.  Chamois clothsðUse on a 
wet horse to dry it quickly, or 
place under a saddle pad to ab-
sorb sweat. 
 
26.  Duct tape and masking 
tapeðLayer tape over hoof wraps 
to stabilize them and make them 
more durable. 
 Wrap a piece of making 
tape around the top of your 
horseôs leg wraps, over the Velcro, 
to keep the horse from pulling the 
wraps off. 
 
 Many more products can 
be used on your horses.  Talk with 
other horse people and always 
keep your eyes open for more  
tricks of the trade.

Youth Rules for Year -End Eligibility  

1.       To be eligible for year -end awards, each youth in walk -trot, thirteen and under and fourteen to eighteen 

must have ten hours providing a service to RMPHA in conjunction with an event, activity or show approved by 

the RMPHA.  Parents/guardian may work four of the ten hours required.  A completed òHoursó form must be 

turned in within fifteen days of the event to the RMjPHC Advisor. A youth member will receive credit for one half 

hour for each new member or $50.00 donation he or she gets for the youth club.  

2.       To be eligible for year -end awards, each youth must attend three meetings. Each meeting attended will 

count for one -half hour of work.  

3.       Youth Rookie Award: The Rookie Award is to encourage new youth members to participate in youth events 

at RMPHA shows. In addition to all other year -end eligibility requirements, the Rookie cannot have shown in any 

nationally recognized breed association/organization approved shows in Open or Youth at any time prior to 

the year of the award. The Rookie must let the youth advisor know in writing that it is his/her first year of showing 

a horse in a breed association to be eligible. The youth must declare in writing before points will be accumu-

lated. The youth must have a current RMPHA membership for points to count.  

4.       Points will be counted from all youth classes on family owned horses and will be accumulated on the 

RMjPHC points system from 100 percent of the shows for that calendar year.  

To qualify for youth halter and performance awards, one must show a minimum of 6 or more shows, for an 

award to be won. (Note: One Judge=One Show)
