Dear Directors and Alternates:

The recent Workshop was well attended with 92 directors and voting alternates eligible to vote.
Executive Committee members met with the Standing Committee Chairs and Vice Chairs to discuss a
proposed organizational study and other issues. An Association status report from Executive Director
Lex Smurthwaite was made available to all workshop attendees. If you could not attend and would like
a copy, please contact Administration at Ext. 402 to request your copy.

At the regular Executive Committee meeting, six variances were considered and five approved. One
novice amateur was fined for violating novice amateur eligibility rules and ene person was placed on
probation for 36 months, the same as the state conviction against her for animal cruelty.

The Committee considered and approved combining stallions and geldings in the Breeders’ Futurity
(Gold, Silver and Bronze divisions), and approved splitting them into early and late foals by ages. Also
approved was a proposed new event, the Hart Versatility Challenge, for the class fee of 5750 ({51,000
late feg).

The Board of Directors enjoyed a presentation and video by Banks Ready, the current AJPHA President,
who reported raising $77,000 for his Presidential Service Project for Make A Wish. A surprise donation
from Bob Cassata, Double C Acres, of 523,000, raised the total earned to 5100,000. Please join us in
congratulating Banks on his amazing success with this project...and a big thank you to Bob Cassata far

his generosity!

Many fun activities are planned for the upcoming Youth World Show, and volunteers would be
welcomed to assist. The activities are varied, and there will also be an all-breeds event titled "Paint For
A Day” on Sunday, June 28", Youth will be encouraged to bring any horse; we will assist to make ita
Paint for the day, and 16 classes will be heid. All participanis will becorne AJPHA memibers. Hopefully, it
will bring many new youth into the program and get them excited about showing a "Paint” horse, or
even buying one!
